Ms. Shengelia has been training in AML/CFT field for several years, first tapped to deliver a workshop for 10 ex-
Soviet states in 2008, under the EBRD-financed series of seminars conducted by Basel Institute on Governance
while serving as an MLRO at the Bank of Georgia (2005-2008), where she has conducted trainings for over a
1,000 staff internally. Later that year, Ms. Shengelia trained Fl and regulators in Mongolia in KYC/DD and
implementation of the AML/CFT regime.

Throughout her career in Georgia, Ms. Shengelia has held a membership in International Chamber of
Commerce AML Task Force, operating under the FATF mandate. She has been working with regulators and
legislators both locally and internationally, building on her 15+ years of experience with various compliances in
investment and retail banks, brokerages and insurance companies (Morgan Stanley and Deutsche Bank in the
USA; Bank of Georgia, Societe Generale, Liberty Bank in Georgia).

In early 2012, Ms. Shengelia put on hold a successful career (Vice-Chair of Audit Committee, MLRO) to pursue
a degree in the Counter-Terrorism Studies in Melbourne, Australia. During this period, she’s concurrently
worked as a Key Expert in EU-financed AML project “Cocaine Route in West Africa”, with Nigeria, Ghana,
Senegal and Cap Verde as beneficiary countries.

Upon completion of her degree and return to Georgia, Ms. Shengelia has briefly served in a cabinet position,
and has returned to her main field of expertise, AML/CFT, in 2016. Dedicated to continuous improvement of
her professional level, Ms. Shengelia is currently enrolled in a remote learning course in cryptocurrencies
offered by Princeton University.
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
